Meeting called to order at 5:35 pm by Association President Bob Dellamura.

Guests introduced were City Councilman “Zim” Zimmerman and Officer Charles Gonzales.

Report of City Councilman Zimmerman – 

The pension fund will have changes made, in effect in 60 – 90 days.  State law says that current employees cannot be subject to changes in pension plans.  The next contract for Police and Firefighters will include negotiations on the pension plan.

There was then a broad discussion of streetcars and the proposed federal grant to cover a study on them, but no details were presented in the discussion.

Minutes from the previous General Meeting were then approved.

Treasurer’s Report – Blake Woodard

Dues paying members at this meeting have green dots for their name badges and will get voting privileges.  There are 235 members out of 650-700 households.  Thanks go out to Tim and Kathy Taylor for their membership efforts.  Money goes to administrative expenses and the annual 4th of July parade.  The Association is a 501(c)4 entity, which means payments are not deductible for individuals but it is not taxable.  

Hulen Median – Bob Dellamura

The Association, in conjunction with the Overton West Neighborhood Association, is adopting the median of Hulen from Briarhaven to Ranchview.  The Association has paid for the landscape architect and the contract work is going out to bid this week.  Expect installation between January and April, 2011.  There was discussion about the project, with questions of who was going in with us and where the money was coming from.  The money is coming from the XTO gas leases as a grant to the neighborhood association.
Crime Report – Officer Gonzales

Crime is up.  He needs help to keep track of crimes and report them.  He could also use more Citizens On Patrol, there are two people now.  The non-emergency number for police is 817-335-4222.  The phone number for the graffiti abatement program is 817-212-2700.
Overton Park Magazine – Brook Bennett, Neighborhood Newsletter Publications
The new magazine will be monthly, with first publication in the spring.  It will contain information on people and events.  She will need help in doing interviews and taking pictures.  The magazine will be free to residents, and will be paid for through advertising.  There are also monthly restaurant review sessions.  Finally, the first neighborhood newsletter meeting will be November 17th, at 5:30pm.

Park Committee –

Ryan Harrington has resigned as chair, and it has been suggested that Mike O’Brien be his successor.  This item will be discussed at the next OPNA executive committee meeting.

Parliamentarian –

Bob asked if there would be anyone interested in being the official parliamentarian for the Association.  If you are, please contact one of the executive committee members (Bob Dellamura, Dick Abrams, Blake Woodard, Kal Silverberg).

XTO report – Bob Dellamura
The wells themselves have been completed; the Association is awaiting the final division orders and connection of the wells to the pipelines.  Once these are completed, royalty checks should begin.
