The website is currently being developed and the leadership board is looking for a webmaster to help with this project.  Please volunteer if interested.

Treasurer’s Report
Blake Woodard is opening a checking account at Wells Fargo for the neighborhood association.  We currently have zero assets and zero liabilities.  No dues amount have been set as of yet.   Blake is also researching whether or not to incorporate the neighborhood association.
SH121 Toll Road
Lionel Duprat introduced his committee members, Margaret, Jennifer, Irwin and Clay.  The mission of the SH121 Toll Road committee will be to organize and disseminate information in regards to SH121 and other neighborhood traffic concerns.  Lionel gave an overview of the current SH 121 plans – a 6 lane toll road connecting US67 (Burleson) to the Fort Worth Central Business District.  Construction is due to begin around 2009 and be completed in 2011.  The current issues are:
Arborlawn will be an exit on SH121- what are the traffic implications for us?

Hulen bridge over railroad tracks may or may not be rebuilt.

Construction traffic, noise and general impact.

The following questions were fielded from the floor:

What is the alignment in relation to our neighborhood?  The map was shown and SH121 highlighted.  The elevation appears to be lower than Arborlawn, which will help in noise control.

Where will construction traffic be routed when construction on Hulen begins? Unknown, perhaps a second bridge will be built and functional before Hulen street bridge is dismantled

What about construction noise or night construction?  Committee will research.

Will SH121 go under the Hulen St bridge?  Initial plans show that to be the case.  Hal Silverburg mentioned the bridge will need to come down.  SH121 cannot be build under the bridge.  This is one factor which raised the construction costs from 300million to 944million.  Other solutions are being researched.
Where does SH121 cross the Trinity River?  West of Hulen, approximately 1 mile from Bellaire Dr.

When will extension of Arborlawn open?  Unknown

How can we divert traffic from SH121 entering Arborlawn east of Hulen?  This will be addressed by the committee.  Perhaps putting in a turn only block, similar to one at Hulen and Hartwood Dr.

Motion was made and seconded to close the discussion.  

Neighborhood Boundaries
Bob reviewed the boundaries of our current neighborhood association.  

North: Northside of Ranch View Road 

East: Autumn Drive

West: Hulen Street

South: Westdale  

We have 9 HomeOwner Associations in our boundaries.  

Stonehenge Clan Neighborhood association is also in the midst of our neighborhood boundaries.

Oil & Gas Lease Committee, Luis Caballero

Committee members are Luis Caballero, chair, Rob Jacobs, Phyllis Kwedar, Renee Odom, David Motheral.  

Currently 25% of the neighborhood homes are not covered by offers from Oil and Gas companies.  The committee will meet with oil and gas companies to negotiate a best deal for all neighborhood homes.  
David Motheral reviewed the current plans of the committee to solicit proposals and report back to the neighborhood in the very near future (by end of December 2007).  The committee is reviewing safety issues, drill sites, pollution and noise impact, road use, compressor site, bonus per acre amount, royalty amount and term, pooling, royalty deductions, horizontal severance and top leasing.  

A head count was taken of households who received but not signed offers.  (130 of 150)

The following questions were fielded from the floor:

Where is drill area?  From Hulen to Over Park West, but not across the park

Where is the compressor site? Committee will clarify what it is and where it will be

Will an attorney review the offer?  Yes

What proration unit will be drilled? Unknown

Will North side of Ranch View Rd be included?  Unknown
Is there a liability to the mortgage company?  Committee will research

How much acreage will be drilled?  Approx 300 acres

How many wells? Unknown, a current well is located behind Hooters and Home Depot

Do all homeowners own their minerals? Most likely, it is rare to sign them away

Source of determining acreage?  Public records at TAD and then to center of street

Maps of Foster Park NA show a drill area, how does this impact us?  Committee to research

How will attorney be compensated? Hopefully out of proceeds from lease agreement

What about contaminated ground water issues?  Committee will address with Oil & gas companies.

How close to homes and people will drilling occur? TBD

What companies are we negotiating with?  Chesepeake and XTO.  Drill site by Hooters is owned by XTO.  

If we have a contract are we in the drill area?  Yes

Where are the separator facilites?  Committee to research

If homeowner doesn’t sign what is the impact?  Unless a large number of homeowners do not sign, drilling will take place.

What does 25% royalty translate into dollarwise?  Unknown, TBD

Is there a professional on the committee?  Yes

Motion was introduced and seconded to end the discussion.

Other Business
Membership: Email is preferred method of communication.  We will also use a Block Captain system to disperse information to keep costs down.  Sign up sheets are in the lobby.  

Runoff election for State Representative will be held on 12/18/2007.  Please vote.
